New Clubhouse project!

The news is, the 8GC is about to embark on a bold and exciting project
-- 10 establish a new Ephrata Soaring Center Clubhouse on our leased prop-
erty on the airport. While this has been in the initial stages of “thinking about
it"” for quite some time, & generous (and anonymous) donation of $15,000
has provided the SGC with the seed money to start the project. One strict
requirement of the donation is that we have a new clubhouse facility, with at
least the same amcunt of facility as present, in place by July 2, 2000, the
opening day of next year’s National Championships at Ephrata

A Design Committee and a separate Fund-Raising Commitiee has been
established. The commmittee members are: Design: Jerry Pomeroy, Tom
Udd, Dale Hacker, and Doug Kyllo; Fund-Raising: Norm Donatt, Steve
Northeraft, and Jim Simmons. [ will serve on both committees.

The three biggest challenges facing both committess right now are, (1)
what are the needs of the soaring community with respect to the physical
clubhouse design, (2) what will such a facility cost, and (3) how will we
raise the necessary money to pay for iL.

Current plans are leaning towards a multi-phase development of the site,
with Phase 1 being complete by the 2/2/00 deadline, and consisting of a new
structure to replace the existing clubhouse, containing a pilot/crew lounge, a
kitchen with increased food preparation space, two shower/toilet rooms,
and ability to sleep 6-8 people in one or two small rooms. The toilet block
attached to the present clubhouse would possibly be relocated and attached
appropriately to the new facility, Phase II and Il would further develop the
site, with better RV spots, a large grass-covered and shaded area for tenting,
an outside BB(Q) cook-out area, most likely a wind-break, etc.

The Fund-Raising Commirttes, as its name implies, is developing specific
plans for how how we’ll pay for this. Tax deductible donations from the
SGC membership will be our primary strategy, plus gther methods that are
under discussion. Thope you'll be thinking about how important our Ephrata
operation is. We'll be contacting everyong in the near future on this.

Ir all started guictly enough. 1 had some free time at
the end of February and 1 wanted to spend some of it in
southeastern Oregon just checking out the country, some
hiking, mountain biking and possibly soaking in a
hotspring. I may hit some bad weather but it probably
won’t last long. With my camper on the back of the
truck I basically have a four wheel drive RV with a re-
movable tractor. I can just park for a few days if I have
to. I'm plenty comfortable. Actually, | wouldn't mind a
little blizzard at all. A good chance o catch up on some
reading and if there happened to be a hotspring nearby, so
much the better,

When it became apparent that my wife, Joy, wouldn't
be able to go with me because of classes at CWU in
Ellensburg, my enthusiasm kind of ebbed. Then it oc-
curred to me that that comer of Oregon was most of the
way to Minden, A good chance to get a jump on the
season, get the glider tuned up, and do alittle wave flying.
The more [ thought about it the better it sounded. 1 could
drop the glider at alocal gas station any time [ really wanted

to hit the back country and come back to pick 1t up and
continue.

I mentioned the idea in passing to my brother Pat,
who lives in Bozeman, Montana and who flicsa LAK-12.
His wheels started turning and within a few days we had
a general plan to meet in Minden with our gliders and fly
together...something we had often talked about but had
never done, It would give us a chance to become familiar
with our new Colibn loggers that we had just purchased
from Tim Mara, practice with the software, and gener-
ally get the bugs out before the seasan.

We both have lishing operations in Alaska in the sum-
mer so our spring flying opportunities are precious to us.
I"d rather not spend any potential flying time fiddling with
the ship. So on the appointed day I loaded up my DG202,
“WI”, kidnapped our dog, “Timber” and hit the road. 1
left mysclf about 4 days to wander on the way to Mindern.
I used all of them. I won't bore you with the details but

I had a great trip down through Oregon and northern
Nevada. Plenty of biking, hiking, and hotsprings. On to
Minden,

When I pulled into the Minden airport on February
22, I stopped to get in the camper to make lunch and Pat
pulled in a couple of minutes fater. It was sunny and
warm, with fresh snow on the Sierras above. We took a
few minutes to check the place out and decided to go
over to Soar Minden to look up a friend of Pat's, George
Scheer, who had moved from Bozeman for the soaring
and was working there. We found George and he set
about giving us the rundown.

We got the rrailer parking and tiedown taken care of
through the FBO and asked about accommodations.
George told us to go to the Best Western in Minden and
ask for the weekly rate. What a deal! One of the nicest
motel rooms ['d ever been in for 525 per night. I de-
cided to go in on the room with Pat and use the camper
for sort of a flight shack on the line, We had a phone
line, Internet access, and the Weather Channel in the room,
plus a camper with food and drink at the airport. We

When you're ready to go out to the line you just
give them a call on the VHF and they come with an elec-
tric golf cart and tow you out to the line. You get in,
buckle up, and they tow von out on the runway, line you
up., remove your wing and tail dollies, hook you up, and
run your wing. When you land they show up with the
dollies and reverse the process right back to the tiedown,
and then even help secure the ship. Definitely full service!
[ initially thought the tows were a little on the expensive
side, but since that’s all you pay for, I ended up being very
satisfied. You get all the help you need. And then some,
With a smile.

descended they climbed up through me and were calling
out their altimdes. They opened the window to 35,000°.
Pat made 30,500 and descended after me.  His canopy
was almost completely frosted up. Again, we landed at
dark — to smiles all around. We got the loggers out
and the staff at Soar Minden took care of the paperwork.
Andrew McFall, who manages the operation, stayed until
it was all done. More beer after a great day aloft. It’s
handy because the bar is right outside the Soar Minden
door. We were buying.

Wave for miles.

15,0007, I switched over to the mask, and 1ifi started to
weaken to 2-3kts. Well, maybe no Diamond today. En-
tering the window at 18,0007, I heard another ship report
that he had topped out and was heading down. He was at
22,000° and was down to 1kt and up against the intermit-
tent cloud layer.

I climbed up slowly to 22,0007, where 1 was hard up
against the cloud and it was getting cold as [ was out of
the sun. I could sce that the cloud over me was thinner
upwind so I figured I'd head that way to get into the sun
and warm up. Just as [ reached the clearer air the high
cirrus melted away, the cloud I had been under suddenly
became more defined, and the hift increased to 6 kis. 1
blasted up throngh 23, then 24 and up.

I was a little concerned about my EDS mask being
OK. It is supposed to be good for 28,000°. I used my
left hand to hold it tightly to my face. T was constantly
doing math problems in my head to check for hypoxia. [
saw stars for a few seconds but the math was going OK,
so I stuck with it and they went away.

26,000" and I had my Dhamond...then 27,0007...1 de-
cided to call it quits at 27, 50(F.

It was cold! 46 below outside, but thanks to the sun
and all that glass in the DG canopy, it was in the 207s
inside. [ didn’t even have any frost on the canopy. [
called out my altitude and my intent to descend. I had
been in the right place at the right time and the other shaps
in the air were coming up below me, including the guy
who had started to descend, and my brother Pat. As [
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Sunday, February 27

We figured yesterday would be hard to beat. But the
forecast looked like a strong day. Pat had figured out
how to get both our Diamond Distance legs in onc flight.
Frankly the technical aspects of it escaped me but I fig-
ured we could just fly along together and what the heck.
It was basically running laps from Minden to Stead, north
of Reno, and down below Topaz Lake (o a turn in High-
way 393 south of the town of Coleville. The turnpoints
had to vary somewhat for the flight to be valid but that
was the general course. We both set up the loggers, de-
clared, and got the ships ready. We launched shortly
after noon into wave at 8,100°, With the little experience
I had I knew that staying up wasn’t a problem so as soon
as | got squared away in the cockpit 1 called Pat, who
had launched before me. We talked for a minute and
realized that there was really no point wasting time climbing
over Minden as we could climb at speed enroute and we
had a ways to go. We hadn’t really counted on the high
speeds we could make though.

I said “let’s go”, and we just turned north, 80kts and
climbing. The higher we got, the sronger the lift was.
Past Carson City, past Reno. We turned Stead going
through 17,000 and it became apparent that we were
going to have to oy pretty hard to stay below Class A
Airspace. We just kept going faster trying to match our
sink rate with the lift. It was hopeless. I was doing
100kts indicated with a true airspeed in excess of 120kts.
Redline at that altitude 1s about 120kts so I couldn’t go
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much faster. Through 17,500" it became apparent it was
time for spoilers. The strongest area of lift we had found
on the way north was in front of us. Slowing down
would have immediately put us above 18,000°, which
would have invalidated our flights because we were out-
side the window. So we just pulled the spoilers at 100kts.
The speed stayed the same but we could slowly descend
with full spoilers. It seemed hike pretty extreme flying to
me. | could vary the spoilers to maintain altitude but the
forces were pretty high, and it really wasn’'t much fun.
My spoiler hand was getting pretty tired also. As we got
back over Minden [ called Pat and told him | was going
to peel off. He asked me what the problem was and 1 just
said I'm getting tired of flying with my hand on the spoiler
handle. That, and I just wasn’t having much fun, I
figured there had to be something to do that I would
cnjoy more than racing up and down the wave near VINE.
[ wouldn’t say 1t was boring but it wasn’t doing much
for me, and [ wanted my Diamond legs to be more of a
challenge.

[ loitered over Minden for a few minutes and figured
I could just fly a ditferent portion of the wave where the
lift wasn’t so extreme. 1 drfted south to Topaz Lake and
decided to turn north and head for Stead at a more lei-
surely pace. [ could stay out of the extreme lift and still
make fantastic speed.

As I made the dogleg near Gardnerville and looked
ahead, it was a fantastc sight! The wave cloud front
extended north for as far as [ could see. The face of the
cloud was probably 5,000" high and very well defined.
The airliners coming up out of the Reno airport were
using the front of it to climb to altitude faster, just like us.
What a sight, to see that heavy metal racing at several
hundred knots right in front of the pure white face of that
cloud against a pure blue sky. And all of it thousands of
feet below you.

At Stead, T called Pat and told him I was going to
head towards Air Sailing. As I proceeded north 1 saw
that there was 4 gap in the wave and then it continued on
to the northwest to Honey Lake and beyond. Honey Lake
is in Northern California! I figured I could jump the gap

and still have Stead on a glide if I didn’t make it. 1let the
ship drift up to 17,000" and headed out. It was a non-
event. Ilosta couple thousand feet in the sink of the gap
and then back in the wave. 1 just took my hands off the
stick, trimmed at 80kts and flew with the pedals. T got
up over the middle of the lake and decided to turn around
and head south. I had just flown 100 miles without a
turn and without losing altitude.

It looked hike along way back to Minden so [ bumped
the speed up to 100 and settled in. 1 moved up one wave-
length to a smaller wave to take a different route part of
the way. Up north here the wind had a more northerly
component and my groundspeed on the GPS read 140kts.
The miles just melted away and Stead, Reno, and Carson
City passed quickly.

Back over Minden I realized T stll had a lot of time left
so | cruised down to South Coleville and back up to Reno
again for good measure. 1 called Pat and he was stll on
the racetrack. After 4%2 hours, I was ready to land so I
picked the secondary gap for a less intense descent through
the rotor and landed. The crew met me with the golf cart
and we got WJ ted down, with a little light 1o spare for a
change.

I didn’t get my Diamonds but learned more and had a
better time than T would have had T stuck to the task. T
looked at the wall map in the office and measured a 620
km flight. Pat landed a while later after 780 km and
completing his tasks. What a day! 1 was exhausted but
exhilarated. Andrew later said it was the best wave day
he had ever seen at Minden. 1don’t see how it could get
much better.

Monday, March |

Our last flying day. It was completely blue but wave
was forecast. T decided to just have fun and not get too
ambitious. I had taken some aerobatic instruction this
winter and wanted to try them in the WI. [ figured after
I had done whatever cross-country that T wanted, it would
be nice to do aerobatics low in the wave, as it is perfectly
smooth and I wouldn’t have to worry about losing alti-
tude. T could just stop and climb back up. Andrew and
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Bob Davis, a local pilot, took off early, about 10am,
on a fun cross-country flight. There would be no clouds
to mark the wave but by now we pretty much knew
where it was. Pat was going to do another 500 km,
maybe to confirm that yesterday wasn’t a dream. [ hit
the wave at 8,100° and cruised leisurely up to Reno fol-
lowing the rough ground track from the day before. On
the way back south I cruised with Andrew in the Discus,
and Bob in his brand new DG303. They had already
been flying for a couple hours,

We went down to South Coleman where the hift was
weaker and more spotty. Down to 13,0007 and 40 miles
from Minden scemed like | was on the deck but only
because the last few days were so strong. | made it back
up to the Minden area and descended to 10,0007 for aero-
batics. After a lot of wingovers, stalls, and spin entries I
had the confidence to do my first loop which was kind of
anticlimactic. 1 just stayed in a small area opposite the
ski arca and practiced. The interesting thing was that
instead of stopping and climbing back up to altitude I had
to stop every few minutes and deseend back to 10,0007,
I would do a series of stalls, wingovers, and loops and
end up 2,000" above where [ started. Then I'd pull the
spoilers to get back down. Different! I landed ecarly
after 3% hours so I could put the glider away and be
ready 1o leave in the morning. Pat landed a little later, and
Andrew and Bob after that. They had flown 1,200km on
a blue wave day, just for fun. What a place!

I was just flown out by now. Everyone gathered on
the ramp in the dusk with smiles on their faces and helped
tic down the LAK, Discus, and the 303. Just a great end
to a great week. [ don’t even think we went in for the
becr. We just drifted off, and I'm sure everyone slept
well that night.

The next morning T loaded the camper, Pat and I spent
a little time on the ramp in the sun, talking about coming
back again next year, and decided we would if we could.
We want to talk our brothers Sean, who is also a pilot,
and Mick our oldest, to come to Minden for the week.

Tim Martin's mom says his first word was "airplane”,
and she's not kidding.

Tim grew up in Tacoma watching the air traffic from
McCord AFB go over his house and has been interested
in flying ever since.

Beginning in 1971, he spent 3 vears as a helicopter
crew chief in the U.S. Army. After getting out in 1974,
Tim moved to Alaska where he got his private power
license and bought his first plane, a Piper PA-20 on floats.
After a storm damaged it near Yakutat he salvaged it and
flew it into Anchorage where he sold it for parts. He
bought another PA-20 and flew it for several years around
the Alaska bush, hunting and fishing and getting into the

Alaska aviation culture from Fairbanks. He sold that
plane in 1979 to buy his first commercial fishing boat.

Ephrata Report

After an uneventful Wave Camp at Wenatchee (read
that as little wave), the Seartle Glider Council opened its
soaring operation at Ephrata on 17 April. Towplanes were
repositioned, and club and private shipes bave begun to
settle in. On Saturday, the 17th, private owner pilots
were out in force, as well as pilots from Evergreen Soar-
ing and the Boeing Employees Soaring Club. It was
soarable, but in minimal conditions (see the collections of
photos on pages 8, 10, 11, and 26 in this issue). Sunday
started off with rain, and proved to be a good day to get
some club facilities in shape for the season. Quite a few
pilots spent the weekend on sailplane mune-up chores.
